	Session 1:

Recap prior learning

Recap the learning from using djembes, body percussion, glockenspiel (and keyboard). Discuss dot notation and the different notes they playing on the glockenspiel (and maybe the keyboard)

Assess the children against the end of KS1 end points
Listening

Listen to Jai Ho - A.R. Rahman
Originally written for the movie Slumdog millionaire in 2008. It was then re-released by the Pussycat dolls in 2009. The video was from a 2010 Nobel peace prize concert. Jai Ho is said to mean ‘May victory be yours’.

Singing
Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Learn to sing heads, shoulders, knees and toes. The children should include the actions with the song and explore with increasing the tempo and changing the pitch.

Introduce the guitar and look through the ‘An introduction to guitar’ powerpoint to learn of the history of how to guitar came to be. 
Look at the guitar poster to learn the names of the different parts of the guitar, complete the labelling activity to ensure the children have a clear understanding of the names.

Recap prior learning

Give the children a guitar and ensure the children can remember the names of the different parts of a guitar.

Can the children remember all the parts of the guitar?

Listening

Listen to Jai Ho - A.R. Rahman
How does the song start? (It starts with 13 seconds of just instruments before the male voice starts with Jai Ho)
Singing
Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Sing heads, shoulders, knees and toes. The children should include the actions with the song and explore with increasing the tempo and changing the pitch. 
Learn to sing hit me with your best shot by Pat Benatar

Show the children how to hold a guitar (https://www.justinguitar.com/guitar-lessons/how-to-hold-your-guitar-b1-102 - this gives instructions and videos to help) Then move on to how they should hold their hands. 
Show the children how to hold down just one of the strings (e – the thinnest string) and practise strumming the string with their right hand. Begin to move the left hand up and down the frets in order starting from 1.

What voices can you hear? What is the pitch like? (It starts with a male voice that is fairly high, the women’s voices have sections here they start lower then the pitch gets higher throughout the sung phrase [32s-38s for example] but there are sections where their voices are higher (1m14s) and lower (2m3s))

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Sing heads, shoulders, knees and toes. The children should include the actions with the song and explore with increasing the tempo and changing the pitch.

"Take the 'A' Train" was composed in 1939, after Ellington offered Strayhorn a job in his organization and gave him money to travel from Pittsburgh to New York City. Ellington wrote directions for Strayhorn to get to his house by subway. The directions began with the words "Take the A Train", referring to the then-new A subway service that runs through New York City, going at that time from eastern Brooklyn, on the Fulton Street Line opened in 1936, up into Harlem and northern Manhattan, using the Eighth Avenue Line in Manhattan opened in 1932.
History of music: This song is from 1941 and is 20th century jazz music. 20th century music came directly after the romantic era. (Add this song/composer to the history timeline)

Listen to Take the ‘A’ train - Billy Strayhorn/Duke Ellington Orchestra
What instrument can you hear at the very start of the song? (Piano – the song starts with a four bar piano solo)

What other instruments can you hear? (Trombone, trumpet, saxophone and drums)

Listen to Take the ‘A’ train - Billy Strayhorn/Duke Ellington Orchestra

Listen to what happens at 52s? (There is a trumpet solo lasting 46 seconds - The full chorus trumpet solo is played by Ray Nance using a Harmon mute in the bell of his trumpet. His solo is a perfectly constructed jazz improvisation, supported by the harmonized saxophones and supple rhythm quartet. This solo became the best known in his career.)

What happened at 1m38, at the end of the trumpet solo? (There was a drum beat then the instruments got louder as the open brass joined the harmony and the rhythm changed as they enter the next chorus)
