	Session 1:

Recap prior learning

Ensure the children can remember the names for the different parts of the guitar.

Ensure they can remember how to find the different fret numbers.

AfL

Ensure the children can play Mary had a little lamb accurately.
Listening

Listen to Sahela Re by Kishori Amonkar

Kishori Amonkar was one of the leading vocalists of Indian classical music in the 20th century. Amonkar’s approach to music emphasised the spiritual as articulated in her statement that ‘To me it [music] is a dialogue with the divine, this intense focused communication with the ultimate other.’
Singing
Start by warming up with three blind mice and Frere Jacques.
Sing Three blind mice and Frere Jacques as a partner song (two songs sang alongside each other.) To start with the teacher should sing one of the songs while the children sing the other one. Then swap.
Musicianship

Remind the children that when we play the guitar we need to know the different fret numbers, using just the first string have the children play the ‘e’ note with each fret starting from 1. Then say random number frets for the children to find, increase the speed if they are finding them quickly. 

Recap playing Mary had a little lamb on the guitar using the first string (e – the thin one)

Tell the children we are going to learn a new song this half term, twinkle twinkle little star, remind the children that they have learned to sing this song and have played it on the glockenspiel. Also inform the children that in UKS2 they will learn to play it on the keyboard and they will learn to play it on more than one string as well. Look at the tab for the song and see if they can spot any patterns in the fret numbers. Practise the ‘twinkle twinkle’ part, practising strumming the ‘e’ string open and on fret 7. Encourage the children to match their speed so it sounds like ‘twinkle twinkle’ does when you sing it. 
Composing

Get the children to choose 4 frets to play in quick succession to practise changing the fret quickly.

	Session 2:

Recap prior learning

Ensure the children can remember the names for the different parts of the guitar.

Ensure they can remember how to find the different fret numbers.

AfL

Can the children play the ‘twinkle twinkle’ part of the song in time?
Listening

Listen to Sahela Re by Kishori Amonkar

What can you hear? (Female voice, drums. She is a classical vocalist who grew in the 1960s and 70s. Prior to this, she briefly stopped performing because of an illness that affected her ability to sing.)
Singing

Start by warming up with three blind mice and Frere Jacques.

Sing Three blind mice and Frere Jacques as a partner song (two songs sang alongside each other.) Split the class in half, one half sings one song, while the other half sings the other song.
Musicianship

Remind the children that last week we looked at the tab for twinkle twinkle and started to play the ‘e’ string on an open fret and on fret 7. Practise this again and continue with line 1, practising the 997 then 5544. Continue to practise each part until it is becoming fluent and each part is played with the correct rhythm. End by adding each of the three parts together to play the whole line. Each table could play for the rest of the class, can the class give any constructive feedback to each other? Assess if anyone is not able to play the first line accurately.

Remind the children that we played the first line of twinkle twinkle last week, work with anyone who couldn’t do it last week.

Ask each table to play the first line in turn, reassess if anyone isn’t able to play it and offer additional support. 
Listening

Listen to Sahela Re by Kishori Amonkar

Describe the pitch of her singing (She varies between a medium pitch to quite high pitched in places e.g. 2m28, 2m36, 3m51, 4m)
Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, Frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Sing Three blind mice and Frere Jacques as a partner song (two songs sang alongside each other.) Split the class in half, one half sings one song, while the other half sings the other song.
Learn to sing A ram sam sam, a traditional Moroccan song. 
Musicianship

Play the first line of twinkle twinkle again and ensure the timing is accurate and matching the rhythm that the song would be sung in. Begin to play the second line, again break it into different parts. Ensure it sounds like the song and the children are finding the correct fret numbers.

Recap prior learning

Remind the children that we played the first and second line of twinkle twinkle last week, work with anyone who couldn’t do it last week.

AfL

Ask each table to play the first and second line in turn, reassess if anyone isn’t able to play it and offer additional support. 

Listening

Listen to Sahela Re by Kishori Amonkar

Describe the tempo of the song (It starts quite slow, then it starts to pick up at 36s a little bit but mostly stays quite slow throughout)
Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, Frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Sing Three blind mice and Frere Jacques as a partner song (two songs sang alongside each other.) Split the class in half, one half sings one song, while the other half sings the other song.
Sing A ram sam sam, a traditional Moroccan song. 

Sing when can I see you again by Owl City, and R&B/soul song.
Musicianship

Play the first and second line of twinkle twinkle again and ensure the timing is accurate and matching the rhythm that the song would be sung in. Begin to play the third line, again break it into different parts. Ensure it sounds like the song and the children are finding the correct fret numbers.

Vocabulary: R&B, soul

	Session 5:

Recap prior learning

Remind the children that we played the first, second and third line of twinkle twinkle last week, work with anyone who couldn’t do it last week.

AfL

Ask each table to play the first, second and third line in turn, reassess if anyone isn’t able to play it and offer additional support. 

Listening

Listen to Sahela Re by Kishori Amonkar

How does the song end? (The last line repeats a few time before very quickly fading out)
Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Sing Three blind mice and Frere Jacques as a partner song (two songs sang alongside each other.) Split the class in half, one half sings one song, while the other half sings the other song.
Sing A ram sam sam, a traditional Moroccan song. 

Sing when can I see you again by Owl City, and R&B/soul song.
Musicianship

Play the first, second and third line of twinkle twinkle again and ensure the timing is accurate and matching the rhythm that the song would be sung in. Begin to play the fourth line, again break it into different parts. Ensure it sounds like the song and the children are finding the correct fret numbers.

Recap prior learning

Remind the children that we played the fourth line of twinkle twinkle last week, work with anyone who couldn’t do it.
AfL

Ask each table to play the first, second, third and fourth line in turn, reassess if anyone isn’t able to play it and offer additional support. 

Listening

Listen to Sahela Re by Kishori Amonkar

Compare/contrast to Jai Ho, Indian film pop.
Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Sing Three blind mice and Frere Jacques as a partner song (two songs sang alongside each other.) Split the class in half, one half sings one song, while the other half sings the other song.
Sing A ram sam sam, a traditional Moroccan song. 
Sing when can I see you again by Owl City, and R&B/soul song.
Musicianship

Practise playing the whole song from start to finish ensure it sounds like the song and the children are finding the correct fret numbers. Continue to practise so the children are playing it fluently and are beginning to memorise the different fret numbers without looking.

Recap prior learning

Remind the children that we played the fourth line of twinkle twinkle last week, work with anyone who couldn’t do it.
AfL

Ask each table to play the first, second, third and fourth line in turn, reassess if anyone isn’t able to play it and offer additional support. 

Listening

Listen to Wonderwall – Oasis
"Wonderwall" is a song by English rock band Oasis. It was written by Noel Gallagher. The song was produced by Gallagher and Owen Morris for the band's second studio album (What's the Story) Morning Glory?, released in 1995. According to Gallagher, "Wonderwall" describes "an imaginary friend who's gonna come and save you from yourself"
Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Sing Three blind mice and Frere Jacques as a partner song (two songs sang alongside each other.) Split the class in half, one half sings one song, while the other half sings the other song.
Sing A ram sam sam, a traditional Moroccan song. 
Sing when can I see you again by Owl City, and R&B/soul song.
Musicianship

Continue to practise playing the whole song from start to finish ensure it sounds like the song and the children are finding the correct fret numbers. Continue to practise so the children are playing it fluently and are beginning to memorise the different fret numbers without looking.

Remind the children that we played all of twinkle twinkle last week, work with anyone who couldn’t do it.

Ask each table to play each line in turn, reassess if anyone isn’t able to play it and offer additional support. 

Listening

Listen to Wonderwall – Oasis
How does the song start? (Guitar solo)

What else can you hear? (Male vocalist, drums, guitars [electric and acoustic], bass, piano, tambourine)

Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Sing Three blind mice and Frere Jacques as a partner song (two songs sang alongside each other.) Split the class in half, one half sings one song, while the other half sings the other song.
Sing A ram sam sam, a traditional Moroccan song. 
Sing when can I see you again by Owl City, and R&B/soul song.
Musicianship

Continue to practise playing the whole song from start to finish ensure it sounds like the song and the children are finding the correct fret numbers. Continue to practise so the children are playing it fluently and are beginning to memorise the different fret numbers without looking. If the children are beginning to play more fluently, have half the class play the song while the other half sing the song.

Remind the children that we played all of twinkle twinkle last week, work with anyone who couldn’t do it.

Ask each table to play each line in turn, reassess if anyone isn’t able to play it and offer additional support. 

Listening

Listen to Wonderwall – Oasis
What happens at 1m50-1m56? (The singing stops and the music continues but very quietly before the drums start playing to begin the next section/verse of the song)
Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Sing Three blind mice and Frere Jacques as a partner song (two songs sang alongside each other.) Split the class in half, one half sings one song, while the other half sings the other song.
Sing A ram sam sam, a traditional Moroccan song. 
Sing when can I see you again by Owl City, and R&B/soul song.
Musicianship

Continue to practise playing the whole song from start to finish ensure it sounds like the song and the children are finding the correct fret numbers. Continue to practise so the children are playing it fluently and are beginning to memorise the different fret numbers without looking. If the children are beginning to play more fluently, have half the class play the song while the other half sing the song.

Recap prior learning

Remind the children that we played all of twinkle twinkle last week, work with anyone who couldn’t do it.
AfL

Ask each table to play each line in turn, reassess if anyone isn’t able to play it and offer additional support. 

Listening

Listen to Wonderwall – Oasis
Tell me about the tempo of the song (The tempo stays the same throughout the song)

Discuss the dynamics (The song gets slightly louder at 46s when more instruments join in the melody)
Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Sing Three blind mice and Frere Jacques as a partner song (two songs sang alongside each other.) Split the class in half, one half sings one song, while the other half sings the other song.
Sing A ram sam sam, a traditional Moroccan song. 
Sing when can I see you again by Owl City, and R&B/soul song.
Composing

Look at the structure of the tab for the first line of Mary had a little lamb. They are in groups of 4, 3, 3, 3. Using just the one string on the guitar they have been learning to play, the children should choose a range of different frets to play the string on sticking to the same structure. The children should work in groups, some of the children should play a melody whilst the other children play an accompaniment. Continue next lesson.

Recap prior learning

Remind the children that we looked at the tab structure of Mary had a little lamb.

Can the children remember all the parts of the guitar?

Can they hold down the ‘e’ string with their left hand and their index finger?

Can the children strum the ‘e’ string effectively?

Listening

Listen to Wonderwall – Oasis
How does the song end? (The last line repeats three times before the vocals end and an instrumental plays to end the song)
Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Sing Three blind mice and Frere Jacques as a partner song (two songs sang alongside each other.) Split the class in half, one half sings one song, while the other half sings the other song.
Sing A ram sam sam, a traditional Moroccan song. 
Sing when can I see you again by Owl City, and R&B/soul song.
Composing

Look at the structure of the tab for the first line of Mary had a little lamb. They are in groups of 4, 3, 3, 3. Using just the one string on the guitar they have been learning to play, the children should choose a range of different frets to play the string on sticking to the same structure. The children should work in groups, some of the children should play a melody whilst the other children play an accompaniment. Continue next lesson
Vocabulary:

Recap prior learning

Remind the children that we looked at the tab structure of Mary had a little lamb. 
Recall the compositions that they have written.

Can the children remember all the parts of the guitar?

Can they hold down the ‘e’ string with their left hand and their index finger?

Can the children strum the ‘e’ string effectively?

Listening

Listen to Wonderwall – Oasis
Oasis were emblematic of a revival of melodic, guitar-based music in the 1990s that became known as Britpop. 

Who do you think Oasis might have been inspired by? (They were influenced by The Beatles and Oasis were explicit about this influence.)

Discuss what the influences were and how/if they are manifested in the music of British artists today.
Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Sing Three blind mice and Frere Jacques as a partner song (two songs sang alongside each other.) Split the class in half, one half sings one song, while the other half sings the other song.
Sing A ram sam sam, a traditional Moroccan song. 
Sing when can I see you again by Owl City, and R&B/soul song.
Composing

Look at the structure of the tab for the first line of Mary had a little lamb. They are in groups of 4, 3, 3, 3. Using just the one string on the guitar they have been learning to play, the children should choose a range of different frets to play the string on sticking to the same structure. The children should work in groups, some of the children should play a melody whilst the other children play an accompaniment. Perform their compositions for the rest of the class.
