	Session 1:

Recap prior learning

Ensure the children can remember the names for the different parts of the guitar.

Ensure they can remember how to find the different fret numbers.

AfL

Can the children can play Twinkle twinkle accurately?
Listening

Listen to O Euchari – Hildegard

She was a German Benedictine abbess and polymath active as a writer, composer, philosopher, mystic, visionary, and as a medical writer and practitioner during the High Middle Ages. She is one of the best-known.
History of music: This song is from mid 12th century/early period. Medieval music covers a long period of music history that lasted throughout the Middle Ages and ended at the time of the Renaissance. The history of classical music begins in the Medieval period. The Medieval period of music history began around the fall of the Roman empire in 476 AD. It progressed into the sixth century and lasted through the end of the fourteenth century, when it gave way to Renaissance music. Medieval-era music centred around the church. This song was first composed around 600 years before any of the other songs we have listened to. (Add this song/composer to the history timeline)
Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, Frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Learn to sing any dream will do by Andrew Lloyd Weber and Jason Donovan from the Musical Joseph’s technicoloured dream coat.
Musicianship

Remind the children that when we play the guitar we need to know the different fret numbers, using just the first string have the children play the ‘e’ note with each fret starting from 1. Then say random number frets for the children to find, increase the speed if they are finding them quickly. 

Recap playing Twinkle twinkle and Mary had a little lamb on the guitar using the first string (e – the thin one)

Tell the children we are going to learn a new song this half term, Happy birthday to you, remind the children that they will know how to sing this song however they have never played it before so this is something new for them. Also inform the children that in UKS2 they will learn to play it on the keyboard and they will learn to play it on more than one string on the guitar in UKS2 as well. Look at the tab for the song and see if they can spot any patterns in the fret numbers. This song is quite tricky as there are no parts that are repeated exactly, each part has different fret numbers although the words are repeated exactly three times. 

Composing

Get the children to choose 4 frets to play in quick succession to practise changing the fret quickly.

	Session 2:

Recap prior learning

Remind the children that they have played Mary had a little lamb and twinkle twinkle on the guitar. 

AfL

Can the children remember the names for the different parts of the guitar?
Can they remember how to find the different fret numbers?

Listening 

Listen to O Euchari – Hildegard

How is this music different from other songs we've listened to? (No musical accompaniment, no introduction, (strange unusual melody), only one tone hear either solo or all women’s voice sing the same note. It is in Latin so it sounds old.

This is religious chant from a monastery for nuns in Germany. It's not for an audience it’s for nuns to sing to God and Saint Eucarius.
Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, Frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Learn to sing any dream will do by Andrew Lloyd Weber and Jason Donovan from the Musical Joseph’s technicoloured dream coat.

Learn to sing Three little birds by Bob Marley, a jazz/reggae song. 
Musicianship

Remind the children that last week we looked at the tab for twinkle twinkle. Practise the first ‘happy birthday to you’ part. Encourage the children to match their speed so it sounds like ‘Happy birthday to you’ when you sing it. Continue to practise each part until it is becoming fluent and each part is played with the correct rhythm. End by adding each of the three parts together to play the whole line. Each table could play for the rest of the class, can the class give any constructive feedback to each other? Assess if anyone is not able to play the first line accurately.

Recap prior learning

Remind the children that we played the first line of Happy birthday last week, work with anyone who couldn’t do it last week.

AfL

Can the children remember the names for the different parts of the guitar?

Can they remember how to find the different fret numbers?

Ask each table to play the first line in turn, reassess if anyone isn’t able to play it and offer additional support. 

Listening

Listen to O Euchari – Hildegard

Listen for the Phrases - musical sentences. You can hear the singers breathing at the end of phrases. It’s easier to hear because this is a setting of a simple text with short phrases. The phrases follow the words not the other way round.

The melody "flows" moving by step and simple jumps (intervals). There are no exciting or unusual devices here just simplicity.

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, Frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Learn to sing any dream will do by Andrew Lloyd Weber and Jason Donovan from the Musical Joseph’s technicoloured dream coat.

Learn to sing Three little birds by Bob Marley, a jazz/reggae song. 
Musicianship

Play the first line of happy birthday again and ensure the timing is accurate and matching the rhythm that the song would be sung in. Begin to play the second line, again break it into different parts. Ensure it sounds like the song and the children are finding the correct fret numbers.

Recap prior learning

Remind the children that we played the first and second line of Happy birthday to you last week, work with anyone who couldn’t do it last week.

AfL

Ask each table to play the first and second line in turn, reassess if anyone isn’t able to play it and offer additional support. 

Listening

Listen to O Euchari – Hildegard

Follow (or draw) the pitch of the music as it rises and falls some phrases are lower some are higher, some rise some fall.

The tempo of the music is modest - quite slow but fast enough to get the meaning of the words across. There is No Strong Beat. The tempo and rhythm are set by the words.
Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, Frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Practise any dream will do by Andrew Lloyd Weber and Jason Donovan from the Musical Joseph’s technicoloured dream coat.

Learn to sing Three little birds by Bob Marley, a jazz/reggae song. 
Musicianship

Play the first and second line of Happy birthday to you again and ensure the timing is accurate and matching the rhythm that the song would be sung in. Begin to play the third line, again break it into different parts. Ensure it sounds like the song and the children are finding the correct fret numbers.

Remind the children that we played the first, second and third line of Happy birthday to you last week, work with anyone who couldn’t do it last week.

Ask each table to play the first, second and third line in turn, reassess if anyone isn’t able to play it and offer additional support. 

Listening

Listen to O Euchari – Hildegard

What do you notice about the notes?

Although there are some shorter and longer notes most move very simple and the rhythms are simple to fit the words. There are not repeating rhythmic patterns because the words dictate how the rhythms will form.

What do you notice about the voices? The voice of the singers is deliberately as "pure" as possible. There is no- trying to be an individual or show off. The tone of the music is simple and humble. Can you think why?

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, Frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Practise any dream will do by Andrew Lloyd Weber and Jason Donovan from the Musical Joseph’s technicoloured dream coat.

Practise to sing Three little birds by Bob Marley, a jazz/reggae song. 

Learn to sing party in the USA by Miley Cyrus.
Musicianship

Play the first, second and third line of Happy birthday to you again and ensure the timing is accurate and matching the rhythm that the song would be sung in. Begin to play the fourth line, again break it into different parts. Ensure it sounds like the song and the children are finding the correct fret numbers.

Ask each table to play each line in turn, reassess if anyone isn’t able to play it and offer additional support.

Can they remember how to find the different fret numbers?
Listening

Listen to O Euchari – Hildegard
This is how must western "classical" pieces began, simple chants sung in churches for religious purposes. These were called Plain Chants and over many years developed into more decorative and melodic and rhythmic pieces like hymns and choruses.

Singing

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, Frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Practise any dream will do by Andrew Lloyd Weber and Jason Donovan from the Musical Joseph’s technicoloured dream coat.

Practise to sing Three little birds by Bob Marley, a jazz/reggae song. 

Learn to sing party in the USA by Miley Cyrus.
Musicianship

Practise playing the whole song from start to finish ensure it sounds like the song and the children are finding the correct fret numbers. Continue to practise so the children are playing it fluently and are beginning to memorise the different fret numbers without looking.

Listen to Bhabiye Akh Larr Gayee by Bhujhangy Group

Bhujhangy Group are the world's longest-running bhangra band. The group was founded in Smethwick, near Birmingham, England, in 1967 by brothers Dalbir Singh Khanpur and Balbir Singh Khanpur, who had come to the United Kingdom to in the mid 1950s and been joined by their families in 1964, initially working as labourers in the West Midlands' factories. They were named Bhujhangy – meaning "kids" – as they were still teenagers.

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, Frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Practise any dream will do by Andrew Lloyd Weber and Jason Donovan from the Musical Joseph’s technicoloured dream coat.

Practise to sing Three little birds by Bob Marley, a jazz/reggae song. 

Learn to sing party in the USA by Miley Cyrus.

What can you hear? (Male vocalist, drums (there are three different types of drums being played), keyboard, electric guitar)

Practise any dream will do by Andrew Lloyd Weber and Jason Donovan from the Musical Joseph’s technicoloured dream coat.

Practise party in the USA by Miley Cyrus.

Continue to practise playing the whole song from start to finish ensure it sounds like the song and the children are finding the correct fret numbers. What happens after 50 seconds? (The first 50 seconds there is just singing and some electric guitar playing, after 50 seconds all the other instruments join in as well)

Practise any dream will do by Andrew Lloyd Weber and Jason Donovan from the Musical Joseph’s technicoloured dream coat.

Practise party in the USA by Miley Cyrus.

Continue to practise playing the whole song from start to finish ensure it sounds like the song and the children are finding the correct fret numbers. What happens between 1m40-1m58 and 2m24-2m34? (The vocals stop and the instruments continue to play)

What do you notice at 1m17-1m19? (The backing singers repeat what the main singer sang) Do you spot this anywhere else? (Yes, allow the children to raise their hand or stand up (etc) when they hear the backing singers)

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, Frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Practise any dream will do by Andrew Lloyd Weber and Jason Donovan from the Musical Joseph’s technicoloured dream coat.

Practise Three little birds by Bob Marley, a jazz/reggae song. 

Practise party in the USA by Miley Cyrus.
Composing

Look at the structure of the tab for happy birthday to you. They are in groups of 6, 6, 7 and 6. Using just the one string on the guitar they have been learning to play, the children should choose a range of different frets to play the string on sticking to the same structure. The children should work in groups, some of the children should play a melody whilst the other children play an accompaniment. Continue next lesson.

Practise any dream will do by Andrew Lloyd Weber and Jason Donovan from the Musical Joseph’s technicoloured dream coat.

Practise Three little birds by Bob Marley, a jazz/reggae song. 

Practise party in the USA by Miley Cyrus.
Composing

Look at the structure of the tab for happy birthday to you. They are in groups of 6, 6, 7 and 6. Using just the one string on the guitar they have been learning to play, the children should choose a range of different frets to play the string on sticking to the same structure. What is the tone/mood of the song? (It starts a bit down beat then it gets more upbeat as the rest of the instruments join in and it has quite  quick tempo, the singer is doing a bit of a dance that shows he’s enjoying what he is singing (it’s not sad))

How is this different to the Indian classical music? (This is much more upbeat, done in a lower pitch)

Start by warming up with one of the warm up songs, three blind mice, Frere Jacques, what shall we do when we all go out? and I like the flowers.

Practise any dream will do by Andrew Lloyd Weber and Jason Donovan from the Musical Joseph’s technicoloured dream coat.

Practise Three little birds by Bob Marley, a jazz/reggae song. 

Practise party in the USA by Miley Cyrus.
Composing

Look at the structure of the tab for happy birthday to you. They are in groups of 6, 6, 7 and 6. Using just the one string on the guitar they have been learning to play, the children should choose a range of different frets to play the string on sticking to the same structure. The children should work in groups, some of the children should play a melody whilst the other children play an accompaniment. Each group to perform their composition for the rest of the class.
