	End Points (what pupils MUST know and remember)

	Key Vocabulary



	Session 1:

Recap prior learning

Recap the learning from using the guitars in previous terms, discuss the different parts and their names and recap the songs that they learned (Mary had a little lamb, twinkle twinkle and happy birthday on one string and Mary had a little lamb on two strings and twinkle twinkle on three strings). Discuss the different strings and remind the children that they used the first string, the ‘e’ in LKS2 and started to use the ‘b’ string last term. Also, remind the children that they played different frets.

Listening

Listen to 1812 Overture -  Tchaikovsky
The piece commemorates Russia's successful defence of the French invasion of the country by Napoleon in 1812. The piece is for a full symphony orchestra and an additional brass/military band and a battery of percussion including a large carillon of bells. This is a long piece but in distinct sections and has a thrilling finale.
History of music: This song is from 1882 and is part of the romantic era which spanned from 1780 to 1910 and was developed from the classical period. This song came just 7 years after morning mood, which was a romantic song the children listened to in LKS2 year A autumn. (Put the song/composer on the history timeline)
Singing

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Begin to learn I love you too by Ziggy Marley. 
Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold the guitar, which hands to use and how to rest the guitar comfortably. Recap how to count the frets and practise strumming each fret from one upwards on the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’. Say a string and a fret number for them to locate. Continue this until they are showing fluency in playing the correct note. Ensure to include the following regularly: g open, g2, b open, b1, b3, e open, e1 and e3 as these occur in the song. These are the same notes as the spring term song twinkle twinkle so they should begin to get more and more fluent with these.
Composing

Have the children choose two sets of four notes to play in quick succession, practise them then have some children perform them for the rest of the class. Give the children blank tab sheets for them to record their notes on.

Recap prior learning

Give the children a guitar and ensure the children can remember the names of the different parts of a guitar and recap the three strings.
AfL

Can the children hold the guitar properly?

Can they strum the strings effectively?

Can they name the first three strings?

Listening

Listen to 1812 Overture -  Tchaikovsky
How does the piece open? (You can hear a Russians hymn theme. Played on string instruments it is calm, quiet getting slightly louder as it appeals to God to save the people. (Russian chant/melody of the Eastern Orthodox Troparion of the Holy Cross (also known as "O Lord, Save Thy People")
Listen to the French national anthem, "La Marseillaise" so you can hear the tune when it comes in and how this is a reference to the invading French armies of Napoleon.
Singing

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Begin to learn I love you too by Ziggy Marley. 
Musicianship

Say a string and a fret number for them to locate. Continue this until they are showing fluency in playing the correct note. Ensure to include the following regularly: g open, g2, b open, b1, b3, e open, e1 and e3 as these occur in the song. Explain that we are going to learn Happy birthday to you, practise playing it using just one string, this was learnt in LKS2. Ensure the children are able to play it fluently still and are able to change the fret effectively. 

Composing

Practise the composition they created last lesson.

Recap prior learning

Recap playing happy birthday on one string, learnt in LKS2. 
AfL

Can the children remember all the parts of the guitar?

Can the children play Happy birthday using one string? (As learnt in LKS2)

Listening

Listen to 1812 Overture -  Tchaikovsky
Listen for the next section - It starts with a loud drum note and then a plaintive oboe melody with strings behind this grows as other instruments join including cymbals. This sections then finishes with strings in descending patterns.

The snare drums and horns start the next section with a small fanfare.
The music quietens again and the strings start off again building up to more cymbal crashes. This builds into fragments of a French tune played on a trumpet to represent Napoleon and his approaching army.
Singing

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Continue to learn I love you too by Ziggy Marley. 

Begin to learn hall of fame by the script.
Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold down the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string with their left hand and practise moving their left hand up and down the frets as they strum the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string. Say different fret numbers for them to practise finding the correct fret and to improve their strumming skills (Focus on: g open, g2, b open, b1, b3, e open, e1 and e3). Learn the first line of Happy birthday. Break it in to sections and practise each section at a time. Does it sound right? Is the tune recognisable compared to how we sing the song?

Recap prior learning

Recap playing the first line of happy birthday on 3 strings.

Can the children remember all the parts of the guitar?

Can they play the first line of Happy birthday?

Listening

Listen to 1812 Overture -  Tchaikovsky
Listen for the instruments you can hear.

A quiet section comes next (notice the tiny ting of a triangle on the beat).
The quiet sections leads to a Russian folk-like melody which is accompanied by a tambourine. This section fades away and the strings start back up with the French theme.
After some of the French tune again the quiet section (with the triangle) comes back and then the tambourine (briefly).

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Continue to learn I love you too by Ziggy Marley. 

Begin to learn hall of fame by the script.
Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold down the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string with their left hand and practise moving their left hand up and down the frets as they strum the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string. Practise the first line of Happy birthday. Learn the second line, break it in to sections and practise each section at a time. Does it sound right? Is the tune recognisable compared to how we sing the song?

Listening

Listen to 1812 Overture -  Tchaikovsky
What happens to the pitch after the rumbling of the drum? 

The music gives way to a rumbling timpani drum and the fanfares which build to a loud section with canons firing this comes to an end with lots of string playing and descending patterns which slow down and get lower and louder getting ready for the finale.
The finale has the hymn tune from the beginning played by the full orchestra accompanied by a clarion of bells celebrating the victory over the French.

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Practise I love you too by Ziggy Marley. 

Continue to learn hall of fame by the script.
Begin to learn Start of something new by Vanessa Hudgens, Zac Efron, Drew Seeley.
Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold down the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string with their left hand and practise moving their left hand up and down the frets as they strum the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string. Practise the first and second line of Happy birthday. Learn the third line, break it in to sections and practise each section at a time. Does it sound right? Is the tune recognisable compared to how we sing the song?

Listening

Listen to 1812 Overture -  Tchaikovsky
This piece is a battle between two nations represented by the Russian hymn tune and the French national anthem. How does it tell the story? (Painting a picture of a quiet Russia and then the invasion of the French and a big battle with the Russian tune coming out on top).
What about this piece is "victorious"? (Celebratory bells, fanfares)

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Continue to learn hall of fame by the script.
Begin to learn Start of something new by Vanessa Hudgens, Zac Efron, Drew Seeley.
Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold down the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string with their left hand and practise moving their left hand up and down the frets as they strum the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string. Practise the first, second and third lines of Happy birthday. Learn the fourth line, break it in to sections and practise each section at a time. Does it sound right? Is the tune recognisable compared to how we sing the song?

Listen to Mazurkas Op. 24 - Chopin (Rafał Blechacz)
Chopin based his mazurkas on the traditional Polish folk dance, also called the mazurka (or "mazur" in Polish). However, while he used the traditional mazurka as his model, he was able to transform his mazurkas into an entirely new genre, one that became known as a "Chopin genre".
Singing

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Practise I love you too by Ziggy Marley. 

Practise hall of fame by the script.
Continue to learn Start of something new by Vanessa Hudgens, Zac Efron, Drew Seeley.
Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold down the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string with their left hand and practise moving their left hand up and down the frets as they strum the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string. Practise the whole song from start to finish. Identify any parts that the children are not proficient with as a class and add in extra practise for these parts. Does it sound right? Is the tune recognisable compared to how we sing the song?

Can the children play some of the Happy birthday song with a recognisable tune? 
Listening

Listen to Mazurkas Op. 24 - Chopin (Rafał Blechacz)

Listen to Mazurka in g minor, Op.24 No.1 from 00m38 – 3m21.

Tempo – slow (lento)

What happens at 1m9? (He plays more notes together and the tempo picks up slightly)

Does this melody happen again? (1m14, 1m19, 1m24, 1m59, 2m03, 2m09 etc)

How does this piece end? (He slows down and plays the last few notes very softly)
Singing

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Practise hall of fame by the script.
Continue to learn Start of something new by Vanessa Hudgens, Zac Efron, Drew Seeley.

Listen to Mazurkas Op. 24 - Chopin (Rafał Blechacz)

Listen to Mazurka in C Major, Op. 24 No.2 from 03m22-5m40

Tempo – fast but not too much (Allegro ma non troppo) his one starts noticeably quicker than no. 1.
It opens with a quiet alternation of C and G major. 

What happens at 4m12 and 4m20? (It gets faster and louder, more energetic and upbeat before dropping tempo and dynamics at 4m20)

Does this happen anywhere else? (4m26)

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Practise Start of something new by Vanessa Hudgens, Zac Efron, Drew Seeley.

Recap each of the lines and practise playing them all together. Continue to practise until they can develop their speed to make it sound effective. If they are playing it well, see if the children are able to sing along as they play, if not, have half the class sing while half the class play.

Can the children play some of the Happy birthday song with a recognisable tune? 
Listening

Listen to Mazurkas Op. 24 - Chopin (Rafał Blechacz)

Listen to Mazurka in A-flat Major, Op. 24 No.3 from 05m41-7m37.

Tempo – moderate (Moderato) This is slower than no. 2 but quicker than no. 1. 

What does he do at 5m55? (He lifts his left hand up off the keys, he does this when he comes to the end of a short section and stops playing momentarily)

When else does he do this? Does he do it after the same melody each time? (6m07, 6m30, 6m41, 6m46, 7m04, 7m12, 7m18)

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Listen to Mazurka in b-flat minor, Op. 24 No. 4 from 07m38-end.

Tempo – moderate (Moderato)

There is darker ambiguity in the fourth in B flat minor, an ambitious, almost symphonic work: the longest mazurka so far. No student was ever able to satisfy Chopin playing the soft unisons in the middle of this mazurka; they could never play delicately enough for him. ‘One was barely allowed to breathe over the keyboard, let alone touch it!’
