	End Points (what pupils MUST know and remember)
· Know how to play a song on the guitar using 2 strings (Mary had a little lamb)

· Know how to improvise and compose music to the rhythm of A, B, A

· Know how to listen with attention to detail to the tone and mood created by a song.

	Session 1:

Recap prior learning

Recap the learning from using the guitars in LKS2, discuss the different parts and their names and recap the songs that they learned (Mary had a little lamb, twinkle twinkle and happy birthday). Discuss the different strings and remind the children that they used the first string, the ‘e’ string. Also, remind the children that they played different frets. 

AfL

Can the children find the ‘e’ string? 

Can they remember how to hold the guitar?

Listening

Listen to Dido’s lament – Henry Purcell
At the end of the 17th century, the English composer Henry Purcell wrote many compositions on a ground bass; this one is his best: each note is perfectly placed, and the deceptively simple lines of the string parts flow from one phrase to the other, creating an accompaniment that is at once homophonic and yet always made up of individual parts.
History of music: This song is from 1677 and is part of the baroque era. Baroque music refers to the period or dominant style of Western classical music composed from about 1600 to 1750. The Baroque style followed the Renaissance period, and was followed in turn by the Classical period. This song came 64 years after Hallelujah from Messiah which the children listened to in LKS2, year A, spring and is another baroque song. (Add this song/composer to the history timeline)
Singing
Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.
Begin to learn be the change by sing up. 

Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold the guitar, which hands to use and how to rest the guitar comfortably. Recap how to count the frets and practise strumming each fret from one upwards on the ‘e’ string. Then explain that we will be using two strings for this unit of work, e and b. B is the second string along, repeat the above activity with the ‘b’ string, what do they notice about the pitch? Go back to the ‘e’ string and say different numbers for the children to find the correct fret and strum the string, then repeat with the ‘b’ string. Then say a string and a fret number for them to locate. Continue this until they are showing fluency in playing the correct note. Ensure to include the following regularly: e open, b3, b1 and e3 as these occur in the song. 
Composing

Have the children choose four notes to play in quick succession, practise them then have some children perform them for the rest of the class. Give the children blank tab sheets for them to record their notes on.

	Session 2:

Recap prior learning

Give the children a guitar and ensure the children can remember the names of the different parts of a guitar.

AfL

Can the children remember all the parts of the guitar?

Can they name the first two strings?

Listening

Listen to Dido’s lament – Henry Purcell
What can you hear? (Female voice - The soprano is the highest female voice type. Musical instruments - baroque violins, baroque viola, baroque cello, archlute, baroque organ. The song is played in F- minor)

Children should research the different instruments and find out how they differ from modern instruments. 

Singing

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Begin to learn be the change by sing up. 

Musicianship

Say a string and a fret number for them to locate. Continue this until they are showing fluency in playing the correct note. Ensure to include the following regularly: e open, b3, b1 and e3 as these occur in the song. Explain that we are going to learn Mary had a little lamb, practise playing it using just one string, this was learnt in LKS2. Ensure the children are able to play it fluently still and are able to change the fret effectively. 
Composing

Practise the composition they created last lesson. 
Vocabulary: soprano, f-minor

	Session 3:

Recap prior learning

Recap playing Mary had a little lamb on one string.
AfL

Can the children remember all the parts of the guitar?

Can the children play Mary had a little lamb using one string? (As learnt in LKS2)

Listening

Listen to Dido’s lament – Henry Purcell
How does the song start? (The opening of the melody begins with the bass sounding a chromatic line spanning a fourth, a technique dating back to the chromatic fantasias of Dowland and Sweelinck in the early 17th century, then the organ begins to play before the singer joins in)
Singing

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Continue to learn be the change by sing up. 

Begin to learn fireflies by owl city. 

Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold down the ‘e’ and ‘b’ string with their left hand and practise moving their left hand up and down the frets as they strum the ‘e’ and ‘b’ string. Say different fret numbers for them to practise finding the correct fret and to improve their strumming skills (Focus on: e open, b3, b1 and e3). Learn the first line of Mary had a little lamb. Break it in to sections and practise each section at a time. Does it sound right? Is the tune recognisable compared to how we sing the song?

Continue to learn fireflies by owl city. 

Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold down the ‘e’ and ‘b’ string with their left hand and practise moving their left hand up and down the frets as they strum the ‘e’ and ‘b’ string. Practise the first line of Mary had a little lamb. Learn the second line, break it in to sections and practise each section at a time. Does it sound right? Is the tune recognisable compared to how we sing the song?

Listen to Dido’s lament – Henry Purcell
What happens during 49-56s? (The singer stops and the cello plays a short solo in a low pitch. The Cello solo is the GROUND a sequence of low notes that is played over and over again. While the melody can move around on top. This is probably one of the most famous GROUNDs in music.)

What happens between 3m18 and 4m (the end)? (The singer stops and the instruments continue playing then they play a long, softer/quieter note to end the piece)

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Practise be the change by sing up. 

Continue to learn fireflies by owl city. 

Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold down the ‘e’ and ‘b’ string with their left hand and practise moving their left hand up and down the frets as they strum the ‘e’ and ‘b’ string. Practise the first and second line of Mary had a little lamb. Learn the third line, break it in to sections and practise each section at a time. Does it sound right? Is the tune recognisable compared to how we sing the song?

Listen to Dido’s lament – Henry Purcell
What is the tone/mood of the piece? (Sad - Aeneas falls in love with their queen, Dido, but dutifully departs for Italy, leaving her. Distraught at his betrayal, she orders a pyre to be built and set ablaze so that Aeneas will see from his ship that she has killed herself. She sings the lament before stabbing herself as Aeneas sails on.) 

What creates the sad tone of the song/how can you tell? (The singer has a pained expression throughout, the song is played in a slow tempo and a low pitch)

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Practise be the change by sing up. 

Continue to learn fireflies by owl city. 

Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold down the ‘e’ and ‘b’ string with their left hand and practise moving their left hand up and down the frets as they strum the ‘e’ and ‘b’ string. Practise the first, second and third lines of Mary had a little lamb. Learn the fourth line, break it in to sections and practise each section at a time. Does it sound right? Is the tune recognisable compared to how we sing the song?

Listen to Shake it off -  Taylor Swift
"Shake It Off" is a song by American singer-songwriter Taylor Swift, taken from her fifth studio album, 1989. Swift wrote the lyrics and composed the melody with producers Max Martin and Shellback. An up tempo dance-pop song featuring a saxophone line in its production, it is about Swift's indifference to her detractors and their negative view of her image. The song was the lead single from 1989, which Swift marketed as her first pop album.

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Practise be the change by sing up. 

Practise fireflies by owl city. 

Begin to learn ding song merrily on high. 

Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold down the ‘e’ and ‘b’ string with their left hand and practise moving their left hand up and down the frets as they strum the ‘e’ and ‘b’ string. Practise the whole song from start to finish. Identify any parts that the children are not proficient with as a class and add in extra practise for these parts. Does it sound right? Is the tune recognisable compared to how we sing the song?

Listen to Shake it off -  Taylor Swift

What can you hear? (Female vocals, saxophone, tenor horn, drum, trombone, keyboard, guitar) 

What happens at 1m7s? (All but one of the instruments (saxophone) stop while the vocals continue, then some clapping begins before the other instruments join in again)

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Practise be the change by sing up. 

Practise fireflies by owl city. 

Begin to learn ding song merrily on high.

Recap each of the lines and practise playing them all together. Continue to practise until they can develop their speed to make it sound effective.

What happens as 2m20s? (The main beat stops and she moves from a singing voice to a more spoken vocal)

What happens at 2m34? (There is a slight echo of some of the words she sings)

What happens at 2m41? (This is the bridge, As she sings shake, shake, shake, the music stops and the tempo of the vocals slows before there are a few seconds of silence before the beat and singing begins again)

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Practise be the change by sing up. 

Practise fireflies by owl city. 

Continue to learn ding song merrily on high. 

Musicianship

Recap each of the lines and practise playing them all together. Continue to practise until they can develop their speed to make it sound effective. If they are playing it well, see if the children are able to sing along as they play, if not, have half the class sing while half the class play.

Practise be the change by sing up. 

Practise fireflies by owl city. 

Practise ding song merrily on high. 

Composing

Look at the form of twinkle, twinkle (Use the one string tab that the children learned to play on the guitar in LKS2). It is in ternary form, this is a three-part musical form in which the first and third parts are identical and the middle part consists of contrasting material in a different key (A, B, A). The children should use this as an example for them to compose their own tab.
The children should now perform their composition for the rest of the class.

	Future learning this content supports:
In phase 3 year B spring the children will learn Twinkle twinkle little star on the guitar which use the same strings and frets and some extras as well.
In year 7 the model music curriculum suggests children should compose chord sequences on the keyboard or guitar in C major or A minor using mainly primary chords. Compose bass lines using the root note of each chord.
