	End Points (what pupils MUST know and remember)
· Know how to play a song on the guitar using 3 strings (Twinkle twinkle)

· Know how to improvise and compose music to the rhythm of A, B, A, B
· Know how to listen with attention to detail to the singing and instruments.

	Session 1:

Recap prior learning

Recap the learning from using the guitars in LKS2, discuss the different parts and their names and recap the songs that they learned (Mary had a little lamb, twinkle twinkle and happy birthday). Discuss the different strings and remind the children that they used the first string, the ‘e’ in LKS2 and started to use the ‘b’ string last term. Also, remind the children that they played different frets.

Assess the children against the prior learning goals. 
Listening

Listen to Second Suite in F for Military Band - Gustav Holst
The Second Suite in F for Military Band (Op. 28, No. 2) is Gustav Holst's second of his two suites for concert band. Although performed less frequently than the First Suite in E♭, it is still a staple of the band repertoire. The Second Suite, written in 1911 and first published in 1922, dedicated to James Causley Windram, is longer and considered more difficult to play than its sister suite.
Singing

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Begin to learn Siyahamba by Andries Van Tonder.

This is a traditional south African/gospel song that links with the geography curriculum.  
Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold the guitar, which hands to use and how to rest the guitar comfortably. Recap how to count the frets and practise strumming each fret from one upwards on the ‘e’ and ‘b’ string. Then explain that we will be using three strings for this unit of work, e, b and g. G is the third string along, repeat the above activity with the ‘g’ string, what do they notice about the pitch? Go back to the ‘e’ and ‘b’ string and say different numbers for the children to find the correct fret and strum the string, then repeat with the ‘g’ string as well. Then say a string and a fret number for them to locate. Continue this until they are showing fluency in playing the correct note. Ensure to include the following regularly: g open, g2, b open, b1, b3, e open, e1 and e3 as these occur in the song. 

Composing

Have the children choose four notes to play in quick succession, practise them then have some children perform them for the rest of the class. Give the children blank tab sheets for them to record their notes on.

What instruments are there? (Flutes, Piccolo, Oboe, clarinet, bassoons, Alto saxophone, Tenor saxophone, cornets, horns, tenor trombones, Bass trombone, Tubas, Snare drum, Bass drum, Cymbals, Triangle, Tambourine)
Singing

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Begin to learn Siyahamba by Andries Van Tonder.

This is a traditional south African/gospel song that links with the geography curriculum.  
Musicianship

Say a string and a fret number for them to locate. Continue this until they are showing fluency in playing the correct note. Ensure to include the following regularly: g open, g2, b open, b1, b3, e open, e1 and e3 as these occur in the song. Explain that we are going to learn Twinkle twinkle, practise playing it using just one string, this was learnt in LKS2. Ensure the children are able to play it fluently still and are able to change the fret effectively. 

Composing

Practise the composition they created last lesson.

What happens to the dynamics from 8m32-9m8? (It starts very quietly and gets louder and louder as more instruments join in.)

What happens at 9m14? (Some instruments stop playing at it gets quieter again)

What happens at 9m54? (More instruments join in again and its gets louder until dropping again at 10m14 and repeating.)

How does it end? (It goes quiet again, then has a tinkling sound before ending with a single strike of the drum)
Singing

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Continue to learn Siyahamba by Andries Van Tonder.

This is a traditional south African/gospel song that links with the geography curriculum.  
Begin to learn I get a good feeling by Flo Rida.
Musicianship

Remind the children how to hold down the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string with their left hand and practise moving their left hand up and down the frets as they strum the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string. Say different fret numbers for them to practise finding the correct fret and to improve their strumming skills (Focus on: g open, g2, b open, b1, b3, e open, e1 and e3). Learn the first line of Twinkle twinkle. Break it in to sections and practise each section at a time. Does it sound right? Is the tune recognisable compared to how we sing the song?

The Beatles recorded "Yellow Submarine" during a period characterised by experimentation in the recording studio. After taping the basic track and vocals in late May 1966, they held a session to overdub nautical sound effects, party ambience and chorus singing.

Begin by warming up with one or more of the following songs: banana song, pizza pizza, opposites game or the partner songs from LKS2.

Practise Siyahamba by Andries Van Tonder.

This is a traditional south African/gospel song that links with the geography curriculum.  
Practise I get a good feeling by Flo Rida.
Continue to learn One moment, one people from sing up.

Remind the children how to hold down the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string with their left hand and practise moving their left hand up and down the frets as they strum the ‘e’, ‘b’ and ‘g’ string. Practise the whole song from start to finish. Identify any parts that the children are not proficient with as a class and add in extra practise for these parts. Does it sound right? In phase 3 year B summer the children will learn Happy birthday on the guitar which use the same strings and frets but the tab is more difficult.  
In year 7 the model music curriculum suggests children should compose chord sequences on the keyboard or guitar in C major or A minor using mainly primary chords. Compose bass lines using the root note of each chord.
